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SPECIAL APPEAL

Trumbull County’s unemployment rate is 14.2% and has more than doubled since 2008. Not only does this affect
our local economy, consider what else this means for our community: Violence against women increases as
male unemployment increases. When a woman's male partner is employed, the rate of violence is 4.7%. It's
7.5% when the male experiences one period of unemployment. It's 12.3% when the male experiences two or
more periods of unemployment (WomensLaw.org). A female victim's lack of money, meanwhile, is a common
reason why she may refuse to leave an abusive partner.

As the economy suffers, so do more women and children within our community. Someplace Safe, Inc.
needs your support in order to continue offering services to Trumbull County’s victims of domestic
violence.
